Dear Dr. Kleinman:
From August 1, 2014 to September 30, 2015, this letter authorizes you and your associate, William R. Norris to:

1. Collect moss specimens from suitable habitats within the Gila National Forest, including those areas of the Apache National Forest administered by the Gila National Forest.

2. Conduct field trips with Plant Taxonomy students on the Forest and allow students to collect plant specimens.  These field trips will be one-half day trips and are designed to allow students to work on plant identification and classification.

3. The following requirements must be adhered to:

a. No collection of federally listed, state listed, or Southwestern Regional Forester’s sensitive species is allowed.

b. Any detected occurrence of noxious weeds found during your visits will be reported, including species and GPS location if possible.  Location, if known, will be recorded in NAD 83 Datum.

c. No mechanical equipment is authorized in wilderness areas.

d. Collection of mosses will be limited to less than 3 square inches per collection site.

e. This letter does not authorize entry into any area that has a current Forest Closure Order in effect.
