Luna County Economy
Luna County has a strong manufacturing base that includes food processing, electronics, and manufactured housing.  There is also a winery and a strong focus on redeveloping downtown Deming, the largest city.   Both Deming and the Village of Rodeo have a growing group of artists and there are several galleries around the County displaying local art.  The County borders Mexico and the Village of Columbus is just three miles north.  Columbus has become a tourist attraction due to an infamous raid of the Village by Pancho Villa in 1916.  

In 2007 Luna County had a per capital personal income (PCPI) of $20,933, ranking it 28th out of 33 counties in the state and representing 68 percent of the state average of $30,706, and 54 percent of the national average of $38,615.  The 2007 PCPI reflected an increase of 5 percent from 2006 compared to a state change of 4.6 percent and national change of 4.9 percent.  The total personal income of the County in 2007 was $561 million representing an increase of 66 percent over the last ten years.
Per capita personal income for all the counties in the region can be downloaded here. 
Earnings of persons employed in Luna County increased from $320 million in 2006 to $335 million in 2007 – an increase of 4.7 percent compared to a state change of 4.6 percent and the national change of 4.9 percent.

In 2008 Luna County had a total workforce of nearly 13,000.  Of this total the largest employer was government, followed by retail trade, and manufacturing.  2001 and 2008 employment by industry with average wages can be downloaded here. 
Taxable gross receipts collections data for Luna County – inclusive of all municipalities in the County – is provided here. (Gross receipts tax is explained in Doing Business in Luna County.)

New Mexico also allows municipalities and counties to collect “lodgers tax,” a tax levied on hotel/motel rooms and RV parks, if they elect to do so.  Lodgers tax receipts for fiscal years 1999-2008 is provided here.
